395 CONCOURSE MINUTES FOR THE JANUARY 17, 2009 MEETING

ROLL CALL – President Martha Delgado called the meeting to order at 1005 hours.  Club delegates were present from AVC, SBV, Y2K, FWY, WFI, HVC, VIP, EAV, COR, PCI, SDH, PAL and CNA. The only club absent was WEF.  A quorum was present since a majority of the active clubs and delegates were present.   

MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETINGS – The minutes for the December meeting were read and there was one addition.  Fred Rocha was appointed Sgt-at-Arms at the meeting. The revised minutes were then approved.
PROPOSALS FOR MEMBERSHIP – None 
FINANCIAL REPORT – Treasurer Larry Landweer stated the checking account balance is $6,438.66, the same as last meeting and balances with the December bank statement.  So far four clubs have sent in dues but these have not yet been deposited.
REPORTS OF COMMITTEES/COMMUNICATIONS – There were no reports from committees.

Communications were received from Grant Gilman and Brian Crossen – see Unfinished Business below.     
UNFINISHED BUSINESS – Sealed letters were received by Martha from Grant Gillman and Brian Crossen regarding the driver bids discussed last meeting.  Brian has been our driver for several years and bid 80 cents per mile with 395 paying for all fuel.  Grant submitted two options. Option one was that he get 60 cents per mile and 395 pay the fuel.  Option two from Grant was that he gets 75 cents/mile and he would pay for the fuel.  Ross Massey made a motion, seconded by Ron Whitmer that this be taken back to the clubs again since this is new information.  The decision on our driver will be decided in February.

Larry is still working on the planned grates for our crates.  We have several choices to choose from.  Milo Garver brought in one example we could use but it seems a little more expensive than some other options available to us.  The plan is to have these before OB’s but we could make do with paper if need be for a couple of races.

Regarding the suggestion that RIC be allowed to vote – the argument being that these members were all flying with other clubs before they broke off to fly as RIC. This would require a Bylaw change since clubs now vote based on their history of participation in the first three races of each of the two preceding seasons as a club. One precedent was mentioned, that being that JVIC under the same circumstances was not allowed a vote until they built their race history in 395. A motion was made by George Romanescu, seconded by Ross Massey, to not change the Bylaw.  The motion passed with one club abstaining.
At the last meeting debt forgiveness on the second set of crates was suggested.  It was decided that this should be a personal decision on each individual’s part and not made by the clubs.

 NEW BUSINESS – Mike Byrd, as our webmaster, has had difficulty keeping the site up to date.  Minutes for January were not posted by this AM and we still haven’t seen the results of a complete YB season which was completed over 60 days ago.  Ron made a motion, seconded by Guillermo Velasquez, to appoint Tim Ross as our Webmaster.  The motion passed.  Martha will follow this transition and inform Mike.

Martha pointed out that trainers (when allowed) are to be released at the race site only and 30 minutes after race birds.  The 50 cent fee/bird is to be collected by the club Race Secretary and remitted to the 395 Treasurer with other shipping charges each week.  Release points other than the race site will not be permitted.

Steve Whitmer handed out flyers on the nominated sprint race program for OB’s and answered questions.  Rollie pointed out that each club must have a minimum of three participants in each sprint race regardless of how many club members may be present at the club for other activities per AU rule.
Larry and Martha will work as a committee and bring the 2006 published Bylaws and Race Rules up to date in the near future.

Victor Grecu reviewed the rules of the 395 Derby Race for YB’s and has so far consigned 1,100 bands for sale.  
Reminder - dues of $6 for seniors and $3 for juniors (under 18) are due in January and are delinquent March 2nd per Bylaws and are to be snail mailed to Larry. Please e-mail your updated rosters also to Larry (mal9319@att.net) for ease of compiling the master roster.
Don’t forget the Concourse Awards banquet set for 1100 hours on February 7th at the Sizzler at 6631 Clay St. off Van Buren in Riverside.  Martha and Rollie have worked hard to set this up.  Adults are $16 and kids are $10 with a choice of chicken or steak and the salad bar is included. Not included are alcoholic drinks.  Pay Martha and Larry at the door for your dinners.  Please inform Martha if you have any changes to your club’s estimated attendance. 
The meeting adjourned at 1135 hours.  The next meeting will be on the 3rd Saturday of February at the Brunswick Bowling Alley at 24666 Sunnymeade Blvd (runs parallel and just south of Hwy 60) in Moreno Valley at 1000 hours.
